For this project I want you to:  RESEARCH

· Choose an area of the world where the people are in conflict or recovering from conflict
· Research the root of that conflict - learn as much as you can about the history – what caused the conflict and the current situation – what parties are/were involved?  
· Research the current situation – what is in place, what is working, what isn’t?  
· Is the United Nations involved?  
· What kind of impact has the conflict had on the people of the region?  
· What is the biggest need that you would like to serve for the people in the region?
CREATE:  

Your task is to develop an NGO (Non-Governmental Organization) whose purpose will be to increase awareness and the quality of life for individuals suffering due to conflict.  
Things to consider:
· How will you raise funds?

· How will you advertise?

· Will you partner with an existing organization?

· Will you need to start from the ground up?  (build clinics, hospitals, schools?)

· What is your budget?

· How will you staff?

· What do you hope to accomplish?

PRESENT:  

· Explain why your NGO is important - give a bit of history
· Explain why your NGO will be successful.

· Justify why we should care about your cause?

· Give current data

· Explain what you will need for your proposal to work or continue to work
· Define your goals for your organization
The format for your presentation can take any form you want:  video, slideshow, powerpoint, posterboard, whatever your group decides on.

Remember, you are trying to persuade others to join your cause – how effective you are will depend on your powers of persuasion.
